***Reading Logs – It is extremely important that your children are reading out loud for at least 15 minutes on most days.  You should then question your children about what he/she has been reading.  Research consistently shows (and I see the evidence in the classroom) that children who read daily significantly outpace those who do not!!  Reading logs need to be put in a safe place! Reading Logs are due on each Friday (or Thursday if a short week), along with one good summary.  Don’t forget, this is part of the reading grade, and should be an easy way to boost your children’s grade!!  
****Math Logs- I have seen some incomplete math logs in the children’s folders. ( This log counts as a math grade. The log should be filled out on most nights (5 out of 7). The students will hand the September log in on Friday, September 29th. The students will receive a new log that day. Please be sure to practice ALL facts (multiplication, division, addition, subtraction). Please keep up with this as you go! Please do not just fill in things the night before the log is due. 
*****Parent Involvement night – Don’t forget about our parent involvement night on Thursday, the 28th. If you wish to have a snack please arrive at 5:45. We will begin promptly at 6:00. 
******School Days – Please be sure to ask your children about the following activities from this past week: completing our first social studies chapter, what an exit slip is, beginning chapter 2 in math, our word of the week - focus, the new Spanish phrase, and what is going on in PE, Art, and Morning Meeting.
