Please remember those basic facts (addition/subtraction for sure) should be mastered at this point. Each math log counts as a math grade. There are a few students whose grades are declining because they are not filling out these math logs. This should be an easy to way to BOOST your child’s math grade, and not harm it. 
******School Days- Please be sure to ask your children about the following from this past week: completing chapter 12 in math, our word of the week – love, beginning chapter 7 groups in science, our latest writing prompt, and what is going on in Morning Meeting, PE, and Art.
