*Parent Involvement night – Just a reminder, our Reading and Writing Parent Involvement night will be held on Thursday, the 26th. If you wish to have a snack, please arrive at 5:45. **Math – Multiplication chapters are coming soon! We are currently working in chapter 3 and will finish this chapter next Thursday. I am seeing that some students are still having some difficulties with our basic addition and subtraction math facts. Please really try to focus on these facts as multiplication will be very difficult if children do not have a full understanding of addition and subtraction. Please continue to practice math flash cards at home on a regular basis to help your children master the basic facts.
***Math curriculum – During our multiplication and division chapters (there are quite a few of these haha), we will not be using our math books as frequently. We will be doing more hands on and station type activities in class. I will have multiple activities catering to your child's level with multiplication and division in class. If your child is having difficulties with multiplication and division at home you can start by skip counting for each number. For example, 3's would be:3,6,9,12,15,18,21,24,27,30,33,36. Once students can skip up to 12 for the 1 – 12 basic multiplication factors, which means they can skip count from memory pretty easily (not counting on fingers), you can add the multiplication sentence with it. For example, still using 3's, 1×3 = 3, 2×3 = 6, 3×3 = 9, 4×3 = 12. Starting out with skip counting is usually less intimidating than writing out all of the multiplication sentences. If your child prefers the sentences, then please feel free to start here. There are always flash cards, matching games, wrap ups, hot dots, learning pallette's, etc to name a few resources I use in class that can be easily purchased. The goal is to make learning multiplication fun. Homework may or may not be the page from the book that day, but there will still be homework each night. This is where I am going to ask for some help at home. At this time, it is IMPERATIVE that you are practicing basic facts at home. The more the children see multiplication, the easier it will be for them to grasp. Also, as I will emphasize in class, if the children know that 3×4 = 12 then they also know that 12 ÷ 4 = 3 and vice versa. 
****Father figure bring your children to school day- This is just another reminder, that on September 25th, all father figures are welcome to bring their “children” to school, including stepfathers, grandfathers, uncles, brothers, foster fathers and other significant role models. Although the event is centered on fathers, mothers who play both of these roles and all other family members are also welcome.
*****School Days – Please be sure to ask your children about the following activities from this past week: beginning chapter 3 in math, completing our reading story, our word of the week (flexibility), how HLA is helping with Bahamas relief from the hurricane, and what is going on in Art (oil pastel seascapes), PE, and Morning Meeting. 
*****Tip of the week – Baking and cooking with your children can be fun and provides an opportunity to teach them about nutrition, which is an important life skill. You and your children can then plan some new and healthy snacks for them to try.
