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**Math – Addition and subtraction chapters are here! We are currently working in chapter 1 and soon to be 2. I am seeing that some students are still having some difficulties with our basic addition and subtraction math facts. Please continue to practice math flash cards at home on a regular basis to help your children master those basic facts. 
***Math curriculum – If your child is having difficulties with addition and subtraction at home you can start by counting for each number. Once students can say up to 100 fairly easily, you can add the addition sentences in. There are always flash cards, matching games, wrap ups, hot dots, learning palette’s, etc. to name a few resources I use in class that can be easily purchased to help get these basic facts more solid. The goal is to make learning addition and subtraction fun. This is where I am going to ask for some help at home. At this time, it is IMPERATIVE that you are practicing basic facts at home. The more the children see numbers/ addition facts, the easier it will be for them to grasp. Also, as I will emphasize in class, if the children know that 3+ 4 = 7 and 4 + 3 = 7 then they also know that 7 - 4 = 3 and vice versa. 
*****School Days – Please be sure to ask your children about the following activities from this past week: completing chapter 1 in math, beginning our reading curriculum, our word of the week, and what is going on in Art (monsters), PE (Students will begin experimenting with creative movement, using their bodies to convey ideas and abstract concepts. This will allow students to better conceptualize the variety of movement their bodies are capable of and develop more refined control of the life gross motor skills.), and Morning Meeting. 
*****Tip of the week – Baking and cooking with your children can be fun and provides an opportunity to teach them about nutrition, which is an important life skill. You and your children can then plan some new and healthy snacks for them to try.
